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Conditions for the development of "Harmonized Society" : from the stand
point of community social work and safety net.

East Asia is facing many common problems. One is the problem of aging and declining
birth rate, and the other is the problem of expanding socioeconomic differences. These
common issues need to be worked on together within the East Asian countries and over
come the issues to build relationships. Also, it is appropriate to apply the word
“harmonized society” which Chinese government brings up to explain the new basis for
the development of the East Asian welfare society model. The harmonized society is
characterized by the development of a harmonized social policy which may be one of the
solutions for the East Asian problems like unbalance between city and rural area,
discrepancy of economic growth and social systems, tension between globalism and
decentralization, and broadening differences among region. Expansion of the East
Asian harmonized society starts with universality of social security and social welfare
systems, and also requires a firm foundation for family and social community, social
capital to mutual help in a community, plentiful of public enterprise and broader society,
solution for individual and family problems, development of community social work

practice, and training for social workers.
